She	 has	 perfected	 her	 orchestral	 conducting	 skills	 through	 various	 courses	 and	

internships	 in	 Brazil,	 Uruguay,	 Argentina,	 Peru	 and	 Switzerland,	 studying	 with	

maestros	David	del	 Pino	Klinge,	Rodolfo	 Fischer,	Nicolás	Rauss,	Helmuth	Reichel,	

Jean	Reis,	Johannes	Schlaefli	and	Nicolás	Pasquet.	

She	has	worked	with	various	orchestras	 in	Chile,	 including	 the	Orquesta	Sinfónica	

Estudiantil	 de	 la	 Facultad	 de	Artes	 de	 la	Universidad	 de	Chile	OSE,	 the	Orquesta	

Sinfónica	Juvenil	Regional	de	Aysén	in	Patagonia,	and	formed	the	Orquesta	y	Coro	de	

Mujeres	de	Chile	OMCH	in	2018.	She	has	performed	as	guest	conductor	at	the	Teatro
